Catalogue Course Description:

Prerequisites: ENGL1301 and 1302. The course is a study of selected literary masterpieces written from Ancient times
through the Renaissance. This course satisfies a Core Curriculum Requirement: Yes—Language, Philosophy, and
Culture Foundational Component Area

Course Description: This course is a survey of world literature from the ancient world through the sixteenth century,
which helped to shape modern literature, language, and culture. Students will study works of prose, poetry, drama, and
fiction in relation to their historical and cultural contexts, along with the principles of literary criticism appropriate to the
literature. Texts will be selected from a diverse group of authors and traditions.

Course Purpose: English 2332 introduces students to some of the great works of literature from the Ancient World
through the Renaissance, which helped to shape modern literature, language, and culture. This course includes the general
historical background, as well as the principles of literary criticism appropriate to the literature.

Textbooks:

There is no textbook needed for this class, unless students want to purchase a copy of the Shakespeare text that has
modern English on one side and Renaissance English on the other. All other texts are pdfs in Bb. THIS SAVES
STDUENTS BETWEEN $50 - $100.

3. Demonstrate knowledge of the development of characteristic forms or styles of expression during different
historical periods or in different regions.
Avrticulate the aesthetic principles that guide the scope and variety of works in the arts and humanities.
Apply critical thinking to the study of literature and to the writing of analytical essays
Demonstrate competent application of the elements of the writing process, including expository, analytical, and
argumentative writing, as developed in English 1301 and 1302.
7. Research and write accurately documented, critical papers over assigned readings in clear and grammatically
correct prose.

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Submitting Work

Grading Work
I try to get all submitted work returned within two weeks of the due date. During the summer, I will
grade more quickly since I don’t have as many students and only 2 courses.

*Most of the study guide questions are worth 1 — 2 pts each. | will not be able to tell you why you got a
question wrong on a study guide. Most of the time, the question contains words right out of the reading. Make
sure you are working from the pdf provided and not a summary of the work online; read the question carefully
and answer that question.

Essay/Paper/Project Assessment Guidelines:

o The “A” essay is perfectly formatted, with three or fewer spelling/wrong word and/or grammatical errors. It also
has an excellent title, strong thesis, good transitions, an introduction with a hook, a thoughtful conclusion, and
well-supported main points in the body paragraphs. The writing is lively and intelligent; there are no sentence
structure errors. If the paper includes sources, they are correctly integrated, cited, and documented in MLA newest
edition.

e The “B” essay contains all of the above with one or two more errors.

The “C” essay has a thesis, introduction, and conclusion, but lacks support and has multiple errors.

e The “D” essay contains one or more of the following problems: lack of a strong thesis, lack of a strong
organizational pattern, weak introduction and/or conclusion, formatting errors, multiple spelling and grammatical
errors, and/or sentence structure issues (fragments and run-ons).

e The “F” essay does not meet the minimum requirements for a sophomore-level essay assignment. Some examples
of “F” essays are 1) those written on a topic that has not been approved; 2) those that do not meet the minimum
word count; or 3) those that are not written in the required format.

Plagiarism and Cheating
Students are expected to do their own work on all projects, quizzes, assignments, and papers. Failure to comply
with this policy will result in an F for the assignment and can result in an F for the course if circumstances warrant
it.

Plagiarism violations include, but are not limited to, the following

1) Turning in a paper which has been purchased, borrowed, or downloaded from another student, an online term paper
site, or a mail order term paper mill;

3) Cutting and pasting together information from books, articles, other papers, or online sites without providing proper
documentation;

4) Using direct quotations (three or more words) from a source without showing them to be direct quotations; or

5) Giving a footnote only at the end of a paragraph, even if the paragraph is completely paraphrased from one source.
